	It provided a general overview of the study, but it has grammatical errors and does not have a strong conclusion.

The phrase "Although, molecular methods is not economical, but available as a reliable diagnostic tool" should be corrected to read "Although molecular methods are not economical, they are reliable diagnostic tools." It should state key findings concisely. The conclusion should reinforce the study's public health implications.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Enterobacter hormechie is incorrectly spelled throughout the document. The correct name is Enterobacter hormaechei. The sampling technique was not mentioned, possibly because of the sample size. Including the sample size will make lots of difference. 
Some statements should hsvr citations, such as "The presence of Enterobacter hormaechei is also a matter of concern due to public health importance.” The microbe Enterobacter hormechie can be shortened to E. hormechie throughout the document after the first mention.

	The references are generally appropriate and recent.

However, some relevant recent studies on antimicrobial resistance in Enterobacter hormaechei could be added. Some references are incomplete or not consistently formatted.
