	While the manuscript effectively demonstrates the growth-promoting potential of Chitosan-TPP nanoparticles in aquaculture, it lacks clarity regarding the base feed formulation used for nanoparticle encapsulation. Details such as feed composition, protein and lipid content, or commercial vs. custom formulation are crucial for reproducibility and to understand the interaction between the feed matrix and nanoparticles. Inclusion of this information would strengthen the scientific validity and applicability of the study’s findings.
The inclusion of zebrafish embryo toxicity testing is a notable strength of the article. However, the assessment appears limited to light microscopy. Incorporating additional observational techniques such as fluorescence imaging, gene expression profiling, or physiological parameters (e.g., heart rate, circulation) could enhance the depth of toxicity analysis and provide more mechanistic insights into the developmental impact of Chitosan-TPP nanoparticles.
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
