The field of occupational medicine has long concluded about the reproductive toxicity of perfluorooctanoic acid, its carcinogenicity, etc. Therefore, the authors of the article have shown its effect on the condition of F1 offspring in a laboratory model (rats). This is extremely relevant for establishing possible risks to humans. On the other hand, the well-known polyphenolic phytoantioxidant – resveratrol, due to its properties, is able to reduce the toxic effect of the studied substance on male rats, and therefore their offspring. 	The abstract of the article is comprehensive, contains a brief description of the relevance of the study, the purpose of the work carried out by the authors of the article, a brief description of the methodology and a detailed presentation of the results of the study. In my opinion, the grouping of animals should be presented in a more understandable format, indicating that among the four groups of rats there was a control (1), the animals of which were intact, and three experimental groups (2), (3), (4) – indicating what treatments the animals of each group underwent separately, which will facilitate the perception of this information by other researchers when reading the abstract of the article.

	After analyzing the manuscript of the article, reviewing the relevance of the problem, the results of previous research available to the authors, the methodology of this work, the results obtained, and their discussion, it can be stated that the manuscript is scientifically correct.

	The number of references used by the authors of the article is sufficient (44), however, more than 20% (9 references) are older than 15 years, which somewhat reduces the relevance of this study. It is better to replace them with more modern references, such as:
