	The manuscript was drafted using standard procedures, which are scientifically based.

	No. The manuscript lacks enough and latest citations. There is need for citation at the end of each sentence in the introduction part. Materials and methods section needs to be accompanied by recent citations. The latest citation in the article are from 2021 downward, several recent relevant works could be obtain using search engines for incorporation here, to improve the manuscript. Authors are advised to adopt consistent format in the reference list. 
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language requires minor grammatical corrections. Some sentences are compound in nature (check some sentences in the 1st paragraph of the introduction section). Such sentences shall be revised by using shorter and precise statements throughout the manuscript. Passive voice can be replaced with active ones where applicable to improve the language. For instance “Thrips activity peaked...” can be replaced with active construction like “Thrips were most active during...” check and effect such corrections throughout the manuscript.
