	This study had a clear objective. However, sample collection should be clearly and thoroughly described. In this study, ten bacterial pathogens were isolated and identified from shrimp farms in Haryana, India. Antibiotic resistance was also investigated against twenty antibiotics, and the antibacterial activities of Curcuma longa, Phyllanthus amarus, and Tinospora cordifolia were evaluated. The results presented are Resazurin-based turbidimetric assays. However, they do not yet convey the key factors and points of the results.
