Title mentions ‘antidiabetic and hypolipidemic effect’ however result points to ‘hepatoprotective effects’, this needs clarification

1. para 2, ‘allopathetic’ needs to be changed to ‘allopathic’
2. Allium sativum needs to be italicized throughout the article.

3. Para 4 , last line ‘0responsible’ needs to be changed to ‘responsible’ 

Materials and methods:
Animals: 
1. Several spacing errors (due to justification of paragraphs) need rectification

Grouping of animals: 

1. Justification of dose selection needs to be mentioned with reference.
2. Reason for using Vitamin C in diabetic rats is not mentioned or justified. 

3. Reason for decapitation of rats is not justified especially when only serum was required and not tissues. Were normal control rats also killed? This could be unethical.

Results should be written separately from discussion with tables and graphs in the results section
Results: Table 1 needs proper formatting and is not readable. Kindly use columns to separate the values, numbers are seen as a sentence here and cannot be interpreted
Discussion:

1. Why LDL is increased in garlic treated normal rats? While HDL is lowered in garlic treated normal rats? The authors could have written a brief discussion on this because the findings are against the supplemental use of garlic in normal individuals.
2. Also, STZ also can induce hepatotoxicity, so this could be a confounder in the study and needs to be clarified.
