	Of the 39 bibliographic references, 6 are from 2025, while 23—more than half—are from the period 2020–2025. 
As this is a review paper, I would have expected the statements to be supported by numerous in-text citations. Instead, there are entire subsections in which the sources of information are not mentioned or only a single source is cited. (ex. . Major genera and species used in pest control; In vivo production methods using insect hosts;)
