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	With the growing emphasis on sustainable aquaculture, understanding species-specific growth patterns is crucial for maximizing productivity. A comparative study demonstrated that Catla exhibited the greatest weight gain, Mrigal excelled in linear growth, and Rohu showed moderate overall performance. A strong positive correlation between total length and other morphometric traits highlights the importance of morphometric analysis in selecting quality broodstock. These findings emphasize the value of species-specific selection strategies in polyculture systems to improve aquaculture efficiency and sustainability.
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
