	The manuscript provides a valuable checklist of butterfly species visiting Tridax procumbens in Theni District, Tamil Nadu. It offers important baseline information on species diversity and plant–pollinator interactions, which is useful for understanding local biodiversity and guiding conservation efforts. The study is well designed, and the results are clearly presented with supporting tables and figures. However, the manuscript would benefit from language polishing to correct grammatical errors, improve sentence flow and avoid redundancy in few instances.
