Backswimmers swim on their backs, vigorously paddling with their long, hair-fringed hind legs and attack prey as large as tadpoles and small fish (fish seed (spawn and fry)). 

Study on effects of insecticide on non-target species, the seven concentrations of cypermethrin (0.4, 1.4, 2.4, 3.4, 4.4, 5.4, 6.4, 7.4 µl/l) used for the species of family Notonectidae were further tested on fish seed using static bioassay which is of high practical value.
