	The references are extensive and relevant, but some are outdated or repeated (e.g., Martha et al., 1998 listed twice). More recent studies (2022–2024) on CPF-induced toxicity and herbal amelioration could be cited to enhance relevance. Reference formatting should also be standardized.
