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	Comments by Reviewer 

1. DPP4 inhibitors are mostly weight neutral and less frequently cause modest weight loss. They prevent apoptosis of beta cells and there by prolong insulin secretion in diabetics.  Their MOA in weight loss is by slowing gastric emptying, leading to reduced appetite and a feeling of fullness, rather than their effect on adipose tissue.

2. Mirabegron, in some studies suggest that, it might promote "beiging" of white adipose tissue and increase energy expenditure, more long-term human trials are needed to determine if this translates to significant weight loss. Especially the cholinergic type side effects of it are cumbersome, while not missing that it causes angioedema in some cases.
3. Combining DPP4 and Mirabegron – for weight loss purpose is a novel concept which needs attention and more research for their actual use in managing obesity. 
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
