5. While the manuscript presents scientifically correct information, the statement acknowledges that observed data sequences for the impacts of climate change on vector-borne diseases are sometimes too brief. It highlights the complexity of attributing changes solely to climate change due to other influential factors. Scientific Names should italicized.

6. The references are sufficient but fallow one standard style, and it include relevant sources from reputable journals, supporting the information presented. However, the assessment of the references' recency depends on the publication date of the article, which is not provided.

· Some sentences are lengthy and could be broken down for improved readability.

· Verify grammar and punctuation for consistency.

· Ensure the reference format is consistent throughout

· Some paragraphs are lengthy and cover multiple ideas, making it challenging for readers to follow the information smoothly. Consider breaking down complex paragraphs into smaller, more focused ones.

· The methodology section is incomplete. it seems like there is a cut-off or missing information. Clarify or complete this section.
