	1. The work is considered as a trial in the series for these compound which is good.

But there are some comments that should be regarded:

Major changes and clarifications:

2. Considering the dose of flavonoids in this experiment:

At doses greater than 1 g per day, flavonoids have been reported to induce renal damage in human subjects specially pregnant women which means about 16-20 mg/Kg.

The dose applied is 40 and 80 mg/Kg for 21 days which is almost two times and four times greater than the dose that induces renal damage.

3. The percent of alpha-amylase (AA) inhibition by the flavonoid: As shown the percentage was about 20% reduction and increased to about 40% when combined with metformin which is also non convincing as a product that can induce this effect at this risky dose.

Minor changes:

4. In the conclusion paragraph, it should not be emphasized that the drug used can be used as a treatment but only pointed to as an adjuvant or supportive therapy. 

5. The potential toxic effects of flavonoids should be considered specially if there was a clinical trial considering their binding activity as for the non-heme iron.

6. Most of the mentioned references are too old only one or two on 2022.
7. The script needs a lot of grammatical and spelling corrections.
