The structure is logical, progressing from the causes of the use of photobiotic in aquaculture and the potential risks associated with their use. The content is coherent, and most of the claims are supported by literature, which gives the text credibility and academic consistency.
I suggest that, for the sake of accuracy, the authors indicate relevant data regarding the size and dimensions of the biological material tested. It is also unclear whether aquariums with a capacity of 3.75 liters were used for the entire experiment.
