	“The manuscript summary is thorough; however, a few additional recommendations are suggested: In the abstract, the full forms of all abbreviations should be provided, along with a brief explanation of the materials and methods after the first paragraph of the abstract.

• In the introduction, it would be better to add general information on economically important aphid species and specific information on the cowpea aphid.

• The researcher discussed the importance of integrated pest management (IPM) in controlling cowpea aphid and the role of biotic factors; however, IPM practices were not applied in the experiment.

It is recommended to add the objectives of the study at the end of the introduction.

• The researcher should specify the field area and the number of samples collected.

• I suggest including the life cycle of the cowpea aphid, highlighting some of its morphological characteristics.

• Photographs of the cultivated fields, infested samples, and the damage symptoms caused by the pest on leaves should be added.

• Are ten randomly selected plants sufficient to estimate population density for a seasonal study?

• I recommend adding a reference for the equation of Plant infestation (%).

• The results section would benefit from being divided into shorter paragraphs instead of long sentences.

• The numbering of the conclusion section should be corrected.
