	The manuscript provides useful clinical information on the diagnosis and medical treatment of idiopathic chylothorax, which is a somewhat uncommon but a clinically important cause of pleural effusion in cats. It highlights the diagnostic importance of estimation of pleural fluid triglyceride and the unrestricted bedside testing, which can be especially helpful in low-resource veterinary practices. The positive outcome of conservative treatment based on the use of rutin and corticosteroids is a convenient, non-surgical treatment method that can decrease morbidity and enhance clinical outcome. The report, therefore, contributes to the already available body of veterinary literature by underscoring an efficient and less invasive approach to managing idiopathic feline chylothorax.

	Chylothorax is a rare clinically significant cause of pleural effusion in cats, which involves the development of the lymphatic fluid containing triglycerides in the thoracic cavity. This report entails a 3-year-old male domestic short-haired cat that was brought into the hospital due to respiratory distress and was diagnosed with Idiopathic chylothorax. Confirmation was made by milky pleural fluid, which contained a greater concentration of triglycerides (210 mg/dL) compared with serum (65mg/dL) and a triglyceride-to-cholesterol ratio of more than 1. Cytological analysis showed that there were mostly small lymphocytes and Rivalta and ether clearance tests were positive. Management of the cat was done in a conservative manner with repeated thoracocentesis, oral rutin (50 mg/kg b.wt), prednisolone (0.5mg/kg b.wt) and antibiotics. Exceptional clinical response was observed after two weeks and follow-up imaging presented total resolution of effusion and none were seen after further monitoring. The case highlights the diagnostic value of the pleural fluid triglyceride estimation and shows that with a conservative approach to medical treatment idiopathic feline chylothorax can effectively be eliminated without surgery.

	The paper is scientifically accurate, methodologically correct and clinically useful. It follows the modern diagnostic practices of veterinary and it makes a significant contribution to small animal internal medicine literature. Certainly, further clarification and completeness are proposed to be made only with some minor improvements in data reporting and the depth of the discussion.

	The sources used are adequate and scientific in most cases. The paper is successful in combining both traditional and new literature. Nevertheless, the number of more recent (2021-2023) studies dedicated to updated diagnostic imaging and medical treatment of feline chylothorax could be added to the manuscript to make the information more up-to-date and relevant. Amendments that are recommended are Gordon et al. (2023), Barber and Nelson (2022) and Dillon and White (2021).

	Yes - the quality of the language used throughout the manuscript is generally appropriate in terms of scholarly communication, although there are a few minor aspects of editorial polishing that would help it be more refined and in line with the tone expected in peer-reviewed journals in veterinary medicine.
