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	The study revealed Kanhalgaon Lake as a critical local biodiversity hotspot, playing a pivotal role in supporting both resident and migratory bird populations. This lake harbors a rich diversity of avifauna representing multiple feeding guilds and habitat preferences. The results highlighted the necessity to initiate conservation measures focusing on wetland maintenance, habitat connectivity, and community awareness to maintain the ecological integrity and avian diversity of the lake.
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
