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	This study clearly provided a comprehensive characterisation of H.poloniae  infection in livestock of Meghalaya buffaloes by  targeting ITS-1 &ITS-11 regions. Authors combined both morphological and molecular approaches together for diagnosing the infection.so, this work is very much useful in future epidemiological and phylogenic research in livestock as very limited information is available on this infection up to now.  
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
