	The Introduction needs to present a more precise definition of the study boundaries which should be followed by the research goals that will help readers understand the study better. The Methodology section contains a major problem because researchers used oral doses of the ethanolic extract of Spinacia oleracea to mice without presenting scientific evidence or toxicity research or preliminary studies that would explain their dosage choice. The study lacks essential methodological details because researchers have not disclosed the number of animals used in each group or the specific ethanol concentration combined with the dosing schedule and the length of ethanol treatment before conditioning started.
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
