However, the reference list has significant areas for improvement:    Many cited studies on other botanicals (e.g., Azadirachta indica, Cymbopogon citratus) are older, which weakens the manuscript's positioning within the current state of botanical larvicide research.  There are typographical errors in author names (e.g., "Ephantus et al., 2020", "Merdya. M., Sissy. D.,...")
Some references lack crucial information like volume or page numbers, making them difficult to locate. 
the authors should consider incorporating the specific suggested references:
