	In Results section, "The density of Eclipta prostrata is the highest among the all-study sites. Density values ​​were also highest for Nymphaea alba, Eichhornia crassipes, Kyllinga brevifolia, and Colocasia esculenta in both seasons. They are tolerant to seasonal variation, and their dispersal and survival were not affected by seasonal changes." I suggest expanding this section further, as transect assessment is important for delineating the community structure. Was no statistical analysis performed to compare the areas? In "Table 1. List of aquatic macrophytes found in Joysagar Tank, Sivasagar District," I suggest including the authors' names for each species along with their respective names.

In section "3.1 Physico-chemical Analysis of Water", in table "Table 2: Water sample analysis result of Joysagar tank", it is unclear when these values ​​were obtained. The text states that the measurements were taken at different times of the year and that the results varied. To which time of year does the table refer? It's a bit confusing, even showing the maximum and minimum values. If possible, I suggest separating it into 4 columns with the values ​​for the four seasons.
In the discussion section, "These macrophytes play an important role in sediment stabilization, biodiversity maintenance, and overall ecosystem functioning," I believe that pointing out which species perform which function is ideal in this part. The community structure needs to be described.

"Water temperature was recorded using a digital thermometer, while pH was measured in situ with a portable pH meter." is the methodology section.

"Observations indicated that the water remained moderately clear for most of the year." which times of the year?
