	Comments:

The introduction covers the basic background of diabetes and diabetic foot complications, but it needs improvement. The research gap is not clearly explained. The authors mention that awareness is limited in Bangladesh, but they do not provide enough local evidence or explain what is missing in existing studies. The Bangladesh context is weak. The introduction should include more information about the diabetes burden, healthcare access, and possible reasons for poor awareness in this setting.The introduction does not explain why awareness is low or why patients may not follow proper foot care practices.

 The Methods section lacks the operational definition of diabetes mellitus and adequate description of the study setting. More information on the data collection tool is needed. Like  How exactly was awareness measured? The scoring system needs to be mentioned.

 The manuscript does not provide sample size calculation or justification for the number of 107 participants included in the study. Results are descriptive but not analytical.  The discussion introduces new ideas (economic burden, technology, policy) that are not directly derived from your data. Please check for grammatical mistakes. Inconsistent percentages like 754.8%.Multiple ideas are presented in the discussion without proper organization, making it difficult to follow the key findings.
