	This study provides actionable data for Integrated Pest Management (IPM) by identifying the local isolate of Heterorhabditis bacteriophora as the most effective treatment.But as noted in the rating scale, the authors did not discuss the limitations of their study. Specifically, the challenge of mass-producing local isolates for large-scale agricultural use is a significant hurdle that should be addressed in the Discussion or Conclusion.

. The authors should be asked to:

1. Include basic soil physicochemical data (pH and moisture) during the trial period.
Add a brief paragraph in the Discussion regarding the practical limitations of scaling local EPN production.
