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	This manuscript is important because it combines both morphological and molecular methods to better identify Thelohanellus bifurcata. Using 18S rRNA data makes the identification more reliable and useful for future studies. Since the parasite infects Labeo rohita, an economically important fish, the study also has value for aquaculture and fish health management. Overall, it adds useful information to the understanding of Myxosporean parasites.
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
