In my opinion the following corrections are valuable for improving the clarity and scientific validity of the article.
1.	The title may be cahnged as “Prevalence and risk factors of Mastitis among Ewes in Ayodhya and Amethi Districts of Uttar Pradesh, India”
2.	In key words udder is unnecessary just Mastitis, Ewes, Prevalence,  Risk factors
3.	The housing and feeding conditions at the farms where the sampling was conducted should be described in details.
4.	The meaning of the abbreviations SCM and CM should be shown in the text. I think they likely refer to subclinical mastitis and clinical mastitis.
5.	The criteria  for udder and leg hygiene should be explained in details in the materials and methods section.
6.	The differences between organized and unorganized farms should also be explained in the materials and methods section.
7.	The criteria  for mastitis diagnosis in SCC, and CMT and WST score should be explained in details in the materials and methods section.
8.	If possible the microbiological results should be added.
