 _Overstated conclusions*: Claiming flaxseed as a “reliable dietary intervention” is not supported by a single-species, short-term study.   Conclusions should be toned down to “potential” pending long-term, multi-species validation.
  _Mechanistic evidence absent*: Protection is attributed to omega-3 and lignans, but no oxidative stress or inflammatory markers were measured.   This limitation should be acknowledged and suggested as future work.
