Review Comments:

The manuscript addresses an important and practical issue in livestock nutrition by integrating agronomic biofortification with dairy health management. The study design is relevant, and the findings regarding improved fodder quality, mineral composition, and reduced somatic cell count provide valuable insights for sustainable dairy production systems. To further strengthen the manuscript, the authors may consider improving the language consistency and correcting minor grammatical and typographical errors throughout the text. Some sections of the Results and Discussion contain repetitive explanations, particularly regarding the physiological roles of Zn, Cu, and Se, which could be condensed to improve readability and flow. In addition, the statistical presentation in certain tables should be reviewed carefully, especially values such as DM (%) in Table 1, where the reported figure for the biofortified group appears inconsistent.
The discussion section would also benefit from a deeper comparison with recent international studies on fodder biofortification and dairy udder health. Including more recent references from the last five years could enhance the scientific relevance of the paper. Furthermore, the methodology should provide clearer details regarding the number of replicates in the field experiment and the exact mineral intake of animals across treatments to improve reproducibility. The conclusion is well aligned with the objectives; however, it could be strengthened by briefly highlighting the practical implications of adopting foliar biofortification under field conditions for smallholder dairy farmers.
It is necessary to create graphs using some results from Table 2.
