	This manuscript presents a novel, eco-integrated approach by combining Mithun (Bos frontalis)
urine distillate as a bio-encapsulant with biogenic calcium oxide nanoparticles and demonstrates measurable improvements in digestive enzyme activities and muscle proximate composition in Oreochromis mossambicus, which could inform safer nano-supplement strategies for sustainable aquaculture. The work links nanoparticle formulation and nutritional physiology, offering both mechanistic (enzyme activity) and applied (feed supplementation at an optimal dose) outcomes that are directly relevant to fish nutritionists, aquaculture technologists, and nano-biotechnology researchers. By reporting dose-dependent effects and showing an apparent optimum at 400 mg kg–1, the study helps define practical inclusion levels and highlights potential toxicity or diminishing returns at higher doses—information important for regulatory assessment and follow-up safety studies. Overall, the
manuscript contributes original experimental data on a relatively under-explored nanoparticle type (CaO) and a novel bioresource encapsulant (MUD), making it a useful reference for researchers developing sustainable feed additives and for
risk-benefit evaluations in aquaculture nanonutrition.
