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	A notable limitation of the study is that molecular identification is based on a single specimen, despite a large number of individuals (n = 336) being examined morphologically. While the use of a single COI sequence is sufficient for species-level identification, it does not allow assessment of intra-population genetic variation or support broader biological interpretations, such as hybridization or genetic diversity.

The authors have acknowledged this limitation; however, this constraint should be more consistently reflected throughout the Results and Discussion sections, ensuring that all interpretations remain strictly within the resolution of the dataset.
The manuscript can be considered for acceptance after minor revision. The authors are requested to address the following points:

1) The molecular analysis is based on a single specimen. While this is acceptable for species identification, the authors must ensure that all interpretations in the Results and Discussion are strictly limited to species-level confirmation and avoid any implication of genetic diversity or hybridization.

2) Any remaining statements suggesting hybridization or hybrid superiority should be completely removed or clearly stated as speculative and unsupported by the current dataset.

3) The use of the Neighbor-Joining method should be briefly justified as part of standard DNA barcoding approaches, and interpretations of the phylogenetic tree should be restricted accordingly.

4) The limitation of using only a single COI sequence should be consistently acknowledged across the manuscript, not only in a separate limitation section but also in the discussion of results.

5) Minor language polishing and consistency checks should be performed to ensure clarity and avoid redundant statements.
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
