Save the authority citation for its first mention in the main text for the Introduction, etc. Writing the scientific name of mustard simply as Brassica juncea is sufficient for the abstract. 
· Please ensure proper decimal formatting (.70 should write as 0.70)
· Please check for missing parentheses and remove any accidental double spacing throughout this sectionIntroduction: 

· I suggest prioritizing recent literature by keeping most of your references within the last 5 years (2021–2026) across all sections. However, it also depends on the editor of the journal.
